Lovington/Arthur Communications, Media, and Extra Curricular meeting
November 21, 2010

Present from Arthur – Bob Doan and Jeremy Rodebaugh, from Lovington – Julie Kinert, Shelly Martina and Alma Fair.

Bob stated his committee had a handout of their thoughts.  We then discussed them.  They are:

1.  The following should be added to the page which lists the extra-curricular activities, clubs and co-op sports for each district.

a. Cross country for Arthur High School – this is a fall sport
b. Homework Club for Arthur schools

c. Student Assistance Program (SAP) for Arthur schools

d. 5th & 6th grade basketball for girls for Arthur schools

2. The following are changes which should be made to the existing list.
a. Scholastic Bowl is an IHSA extra-curricular activity rather than a club.

b. Yearbook at Arthur is a class using Desktop Publishing rather than a club.

c. Junior High girls’ basketball is for grades 6, 7 and 8.  (IESA sports both boys and girls)

3. We did not discuss the Student Handbook because we felt that was the responsibility of the principals and school board or a separate committee in total.  This was agreed by the committees Arthur & Lovington.
4. Communications

a.  We should use all resources available to the districts to provide factual and accurate information to all residents of both districts.  This was agreed by the committees Arthur & Lovington.
b. The same information should be provided to all residents of both districts.  This was agreed by the committees Arthur & Lovington.
c. Consider developing a flyer/brochure and making it available to all residents in both districts.  This was agreed by the committees Arthur & Lovington.
Questions/clarifications:

1. Is the Newspaper a club or class at LHS?  Class – journalism
2. Is Yearbook a club or class at LHS? Class
3. What is the status of the IHSA cooperative soccer agreement between Arthur-Sullivan High School?  Not sure will need to ask Carol Munson or Roy Smith
4. Would Sullivan High School be receptive to an IHSA cooperative soccer agreement between Arthur-Lovington High School and Sullivan High School in the future?  Yes we think
5. Where is the softball field in Lovington located?  Behind the grade school
6. What should be our timeline for providing information to all residents of both districts?  End of February or early March to get information out.
7. At what grade level, 5th, 7th or 9th, should we combine the extracurricular activities (sports, music, etc)?   see below
The following are our recommendations

1. Name of the school would be Arthur/Lovington

2. Lovington pictures and trophies are to stay in Lovington – place yet to be determined.  Arthur will do the same.

3. Communications upon discussion of C-10 information will be provided to media and see # 4 Communications from list above.

4. Clubs – recommend all current clubs stay.  Continue based upon interest from the students.

5. Attendance Centers – to be considered in all future planning of the Arthur/Lovington School district.

6. Two Gyms in Lovington and 3 Gyms in Arthur
7. Extra circular 5th -12th grades combined.

2. 7th & 8th grade girls basketball 

Winter sports

1. 5th & 6th grade boys basketball

2. 5th & 6th grade girls basketball

3. 7th & 8th grade girls volleyball

4. 7th & 8th grade boys basketball

5. 7th & 8th grade cheerleaders NOT A SPORT

Spring sports

1. 6th – 8th grade Track for both boys and girls

High School 

Fall Sports

1. Girls volleyball

2. Boys football

3. Golf

4. Cross Country for both boys and girls

Winter Sports

1. Boys & Girls basketball & not a sport but - cheerleading 

Spring Sports

1. Boys & Girls track

2. Boys baseball

3. Girls softball

Keep the colors the same from K-12th  Red and Gold offset with white

Mascot – have the same from Grade School to High School 

Mascot – process of selecting a mascot as follows: 
(Please note that graduated mascot names will be considered.)
1. Select two students, 1 boy and 1 girl, from Arthur’s and Lovington’s 7th – 10th grades. 

2. Have each student submit a name they would like to see be the mascot.  The Communication, Media, and Extra Curricular committee will then take the top four names and add them to the two existing mascot names - Panthers and Knights/Lancers.  

3. Give the list of 6 names back to the same students as mentioned in 1. and have them vote.  We would then use it as a recommendation. 
There was also some discussion regarding Lovington’s Homecoming and Soccer but nothing was decided.
